 Majority of farmer have marginal land holding (<7.5 Bigha)

 2100 villages - 15,400 ha mulberry area (7%)

 Concentrated in Malda, Murshidabad & Birbhum 

 Five Crop Seasons 

Favourable: Aghrahani & Falguni

Unfavourable Seasons: High Temperature & High Humidity

 Mulberry Plantation: Local or S1 or S-1635  (C-2038)

 Predominantly multivoltine-based (Nistari) hybrids
